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“To Know Jesus And To Make Him 

SEEK  

 This is week one in a four part se-
ries looking at our progress related to our 
new discipleship model.  Seek, Engage, 
Equip, and Deploy are how we will accom-
plish our mission “To Know Jesus & To 
Make Him Known.” 
 

 There was a time when the church 
was found within the cultural center of the community. That has changed. Today, the 
church's "cultural orbit" is much smaller than it was even 20 years ago. Alan Hirsch 
suggests that the "attractional" way in which most churches operate will only reach 
30 to 40 percent of the population. In other words, more than half of the population 
simply will not choose to come see what we are doing. Further, when we are really 
doing well at attracting people, we are really fighting other churches for the same 30 
to 40 percent of people. 
 

 The answer, then, for fulfilling our purpose as the people of God at Al-
dersgate is to actually do ministry as missionaries. We are being called, invited, com-
pelled to reach the 60 percent. As we do so, we'll see our ministry shaped by the 
needs they reveal and by our desire to offer fullness of life in Christ.  
 

 The first step in doing ministry as missionaries is to SEEK those to whom God 
has called us. Over the past several months, a group of people have gathered to 
identify people with whom Aldersgate is already in relationship. We have seen them 
in the hallways, or they know about us from friends.  
 

 Some of the identified groups include: 
1. Surrounding Neighborhoods 
2. Weekday Children's Ministry Families 
3. Boy Scout Families 
4. Food Pantry Recipients 
5. Single Mothers 

 

 After settling on specific groups on which to focus, the SEEK Team will begin 
to ask questions that reveal opportunities for us to share Christ's love. Through de-
mographic research, questionnaires, and perhaps even focus groups, the SEEK Team 
will find answers to these and other questions: What are the needs of this group? 
What does fullness of life look like for them? What are some stumbling blocks to 
faith? How can we step toward relationship in significant ways.  
 

 When their work is complete, this SEEK Team will have identified five or six 
different groups of people and will have developed profiles for these groups. Rather 
than simply invite them to worship (which we do on a regular basis with many of 
these groups), the SEEK team will hand this robust research to a group of people 
tasked to ENGAGE others for the sake of the gospel.  
 

 Jesus reminds us that the shepherd will seek after the 1 lost sheep so vigor-
ously that he will leave the 99 on the mountainside. The first step in fulfilling our mis-
sion is to actually SEEK the lost sheep.

Our Ecuador Team will be taking some earthquake relief sup-
plies to help with the ongoing efforts in the areas hard hit by the 
April earthquake and aftershocks.  The church we will be work-
ing with in Quito has relationships with churches in the impacted 
areas and is sending supplies to help people get through the first 
few months of recovery, especially children.   
 

Our team will be collecting the following items that SIFAT has 
asked us to bring: 
 

Energy/protein/granola bars – try to get at least 10grams of 
protein per bar and avoid chocolate coated bars or very soft or 
crumbly bars (need to travel well) 
 

Over the counter pain medications – Advil or Tylenol (generic 
form is fine) 
 

Children’s vitamins 
 

Collection boxes will be located at the Welcome Centers in the 
Atrium and the CAC through June 19th.   
 

Due to the continued blessings provided by the Lord, our GO 
Lead Team was able to provide $1,000 to SIFAT to purchase 
Sawyer water filters to help provide clean drinking water in the 
distressed areas until services are rebuilt. 
 

There are other ways to help as well: 
Continue praying for the towns of Manta, Portoviejo and 

Pedernales in Ecuador.
